1.  STATEGIC OVERVIEW 

 
BRIEF PROFILE OF THE DISTRICT 
The Tempane District was established by Legislative Instrument, 2017 (L.I. 2352). The 

District is located in the South Eastern corner of the Upper East Region of the Republic 

of Ghana. It covers an area of 1,230 Km2. It lies on approximately latitude 10o 38lN 

and110N and longitude 0o 06l E and 00 23l E. 

 

2.1 Population and Demography 

The total population of the District is estimated as 82,673 as at 2018. The District capital 

which is one of the Peri-Urban Communities in the district has a population of 4,145. 

The males’ population in the District is 39,387 which represent 47.6% of the total 

population while that of the females’ population is 43,285 which also represent 52.4%. 

The sex ratio which is the number of males to 100 females is 91.2 for all ages There 

are 221 Major and smaller Communities that are unevenly spread in the District. 

Settlement pattern in these Communities is the dispersed type. A significant feature of 

the population distribution in the District is the dominance of the rural population.
