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6. SUMMARY OF KEY ACHIEVEMENTS IN 2023

In carrying out the responsibilities of the Commission in 2023, the programmes undertaken aimed
at achieving a mandate under the theme "30 Years of Consolidating Constitutional Democracy:
Building National Cohesion Through Civic Education and Participation in Local Governance."
The theme sought to reinforce public awareness on national values as important elements of
behavioural change and to sustain more public awareness on national cohesion, peaceful co-
existence and citizens’ participation in local governance. The Commission’s activities focused on
the attainment of Sustainable Development Goals (16.1; 16.7).

The initiatives and endeavours carried out during the year successfully reached a significant
milestone, undertaking a total of Eighty-three thousand, three hundred and ninety-eight (83,398)
activities on the three sub-programs; Constitutional Awareness Creation, Deepening and
Sustaining Civic Awareness, and Patriotism and Good Citizenship.

Some of the activities the Commission carried out during the year under review included the

following:

e The Commission marked 7" January 2023 as Constitution Day, with a number of media
discussions across the country.

e Sensitized the citizens to participate in the 2023 District Level Elections (DLEs) which in the
past had consistently recorded low voter turnout.

e Education on tax compliance to assist the government’s revenue generation drive.

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Programmes Undertaken
Management and Administration

Under Management and Administration, the Research, Gender & Equality Department during the
period under review undertook activities related to the core functions of the department. These
were in the areas of Research, Gender Mainstreaming and support with Monitoring & Evaluation
(M&E).

Under the Research related activities, the department facilitated the conduct of the Baseline study
on Preventing and Containing Violent Extremism (PCVE) in Eight Regions in the Northern Part
of Ghana. The study explored the knowledge, attitudes, and behaviours of communities and at-
risk groups regarding violent extremism and other forms of violence in the study areas. It also
examined communities’ tolerance levels towards different religious and linguistic groups, and
lastly, identified and assessed the contributions of state and non-state actors in the fight against
violent extremism. The baseline study was carried out in 59 districts in eight project regions
(namely Upper East, Upper West, Northern, Savannah, North East, Bono, Bono East and Oti)
with a total sample of 1,351 respondents. Additionally, a total of 67 key informants’ interviews
were also conducted with senior-level officers of selected security agencies, media and civil
society agencies. The study was to inform and guide content development for public education on
the subject by the Commission. The study also forms the basis for assessing the progress of project
implementation generally.

On gender mainstreaming, the department collaborated with the Domestic Violence and Victim
Support Unit (DOVVSU) of the Ghana Police Service (GPS) to build capacity of staff of NCCE
and DOVVSU on Gender-Based Violence (GBV). The two-day training which took place at the
Crystal Palm Hotel in Accra brought together 86 participants from 59 districts in eight regions. It
was envisaged that the training will equip staff of the NCCE and DOVVSU with knowledge on
Gender-Based Violence and Domestic Violence for enhanced sensitization on the subject.

Finally, for monitoring and evaluation, the department finalized and submitted the activity
evaluation report for 2022 end-of-year review meeting. The department also undertook the first
monitoring of the PCVE project implemented in 30 districts. The exercise assessed the PCVE
project implementation in line with set outcomes and outputs indicators, compliance with the
implementation of planned activities, document challenges and how they were being managed
and lessons learnt.

Communications and Corporate Affairs

The Department oversees to the overall branding, visibility and publicity of the Commission and
its activities to enhance its corporate image. This department gave visibility to all programmes on
the Commission’s social media platforms, mass media (Radio and TV), and developed all
educational materials for civic education delivery. The social media and website platforms reached
and engaged an audience of 1,803,498 on all activities carried out during the review period.

The Commission carried out eighty-three thousand, three hundred and ninety-eight
(83,398) activities, focusing on Constitutional Awareness Creation, Deepening and Sustaining
Civic Awareness, and Patriotism and Good Citizenship. Through these activities, the NCCE
reached an estimated two million, seven hundred and fifty-one thousand, one hundred and
twenty (2,751,120) people across all sixteen regions and the 264 districts of the country. A
number of grassroots and mass media strategies such as meetings with identifiable groups
which includes church and mosque congregations, artisans and other occupational
associations; stakeholders’ meetings with community leaders, including chiefs and elders,
pastors and imams, executives of transport unions and market women’s associations, as well
as lectures and symposiums in schools were used to deploy the public sensitization activities
carried out by the NCCE. Also, officials of NCCE used slots on radio, TV, print media, as well
as community information centres and social media handles and reached out to a number of
people not covered during the direct community contacts.

At the beginning of the year, the Commission marked 7™ January 2023 as Constitution Day,
with a number of media discussions across the country, which highlighted the feat Ghana has
achieved in the past 30 years of constitutional rule.

Subsequent activities focused on encouraging citizens to participate in the 2023 District Level
Elections (DLEs), which had historically recorded low voter turnout. Across the country,
NCCE officials encouraged women and marginalized groups, including the youth and People
with Disabilities (PWDs) to participate in the DLEs, by presenting themselves as candidates.
This is activity is ongoing.

Additionally, at the onset of the rainy season, the NCCE intensified sensitization on the need
to uphold good sanitary practices such as frequent desilting of drains to avert flooding and
sickness such as cholera.

The Commission, further, carried out nationwide tax education campaigns in support of the
government's revenue generation drive. This activity would be continued in 2024.

The Commission marked Annual Constitution Week activities by holding 75 engagements
with the six major security services nationwide. Discussions with the security services focused
on emerging security concerns and underscored the responsibilities of these services to ensure
law and order within the framework of the Constitution. At the district level, Constitution
Week involved engagements with various identifiable groups. These interactions highlighted
the importance of participatory democracy and emphasized values such as peaceful
coexistence, loyalty, and civic participation. As part of efforts to include young persons in the
activities, the NCCE carried out Citizenship Week activities for in-school youth across the
country. This nationwide school-based activity focused on instilling Ghanaian values in the
youth. During the Citizenship Week activities, the Commission reached out to 8,955 basic
schools across the country.

In addition, the Commission carried out several Child Protection Awareness Campaigns across
the country.

The Commission collaborated with the Domestic Violence and Victim Support Unit
(DOVVSU) of the Ghana Police Service to build the capacity of selected staff of both
institutions on gender-based violence. After this, a series of sensitization activities was carried
out.

With the support of the European Union (EU), the Commission implemented various activities
within the scope of the "Preventing and Containing Violent Extremism (PCVE) actions in the
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Northern Regions of Ghana" project. The overarching aim of this initiative was to enhance
awareness among citizens in border regions regarding potential security threats of violent
extremism and the likely spillover of the activities of extremist groups from neighboring
countries. Under the PCVE project, NCCE organized several youth fora for students and
tertiary institutions and out-of-school youth associations and did two national-level dialogues
in Accra and Bolgatanga. The Commission, further convened a stakeholders' dialogue to
gather expert insights and perspectives on PCVE.

The NCCE collaborated with the Church of Pentecost during the inaugural two-day National
Development Conference on the theme, "Moral Vision and National Development" which
aimed to gather suggestions to shape the creation of a national moral value framework.

A project dubbed; Accra World Book Capital 2023 with support from United Nations
Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organisation (UNESCO) in collaboration with the Ghana
Book Development Council (GBDC) organised a four-day reading session for selected schools
and the general public in twelve selected districts in the Greater Accra Region under the theme
“Reading to Connect Minds for Social Transformation”

The objectives of the project were; to reawaken reading abilities among the people especially
the youth, use reading to introduce new ideas, thoughts and concepts of social change to
readers, help readers build upon their prior knowledge about the text and the topics they know
already, educate and equip the youth to develop their creative abilities and skills, educate
children and the youth to abstain from substance abuse and truancy, sensitize and empower
young girls against teenage pregnancy and promote the appreciation of fundamental human
rights and freedoms, particularly the right to information through reading.
